Of 50 babies and infants, 49
were dead. Of seven women who gave birth on the ship, only one was alive. All new-born babies died. The captain 'narrowly escaped the vengeance of the
law' by leaving port "with his vessel in the night." This is the history of Glasgow from an everyday point of view, written from the bottom up.

In his last book, The Real Gorbals Story, Colin MacFarlane detailed how he witnessed a once great area, home to wonderful characters and grand old
buildings, disappear before his eyes.
